Dan 10:12  Then said he unto me, Fear not, Daniel: for from the 
first day that thou didst set thine heart to understand, and to chasten 
thyself before thy God, thy words were heard, and I am come for 
thy words.

Psa 34:4  I sought the LORD, and he heard me, and delivered me 
from all my fears. 
Psa 34:6  This poor man cried, and the LORD heard him, and 
saved him out of all his troubles. 

Psa 34:15  The eyes of the LORD are upon the righteous, and his 
ears are open unto their cry.
Psa 34:16  The face of the LORD is against them that do evil, to cut 
off the remembrance of them from the earth. 
Psa 34:17  The righteous cry, and the LORD heareth, and 
delivereth them out of all their troubles. 
Psa 34:18  The LORD is nigh unto them that are of a broken heart; 
and saveth such as be of a contrite spirit. 
 
Psa 66:18  If I regard iniquity in my heart, the Lord will not hear 
me: 
Psa 66:19  But verily God hath heard me; he hath attended to the 
voice of my prayer. 

Psa 77:1  To the chief Musician, to Jeduthun, A Psalm of Asaph. I 
cried unto God with my voice, even unto God with my voice; and he 
gave ear unto me. 

Isa 65:24  And it shall come to pass, that before they call, I will 
answer; and while they are yet speaking, I will hear. 



Isa 58:9  Then shalt thou call, and the LORD shall answer; thou 
shalt cry, and he shall say, Here I am. If thou take away from the 
midst of thee the yoke, the putting forth of the finger, and speaking 
vanity; 

Psa 50:15  And call upon me in the day of trouble: I will deliver 
thee, and thou shalt glorify me.

Psa 91:15  He shall call upon me, and I will answer him: I will be 
with him in trouble; I will deliver him, and honour him. 

Isa 1:18  Come now, and let us reason together, saith the LORD: 
though your sins be as scarlet, they shall be as white as snow; 
though they be red like crimson, they shall be as wool. 
Isa 1:19  If ye be willing and obedient, ye shall eat the good of the 
land:

Jas 5:16  Confess your faults one to another, and pray one for 
another, that ye may be healed. The effectual fervent prayer of a 
righteous man availeth much. 

Job 34:28  So that they cause the cry of the poor to come unto him, 
and he heareth the cry of the afflicted. 

Psa 31:22  For I said in my haste, I am cut off from before thine 
eyes: nevertheless thou heardest the voice of my supplications 
when I cried unto thee. 

Psa 34:17  The righteous cry, and the LORD heareth, and 
delivereth them out of all their troubles. 

Psa 69:33  For the LORD heareth the poor, and despiseth not his 
prisoners. 

Pro 15:29  The LORD is far from the wicked: but he heareth the 
prayer of the righteous. 

Joh 9:31  Now we know that God heareth not sinners: but if any 
man be a worshipper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth. 

Joh 16:23  And in that day ye shall ask me nothing. Verily, verily, I 
say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in my name, he 
will give it you.

Jas 5:17  Elias was a man subject to like passions as we are, and 
he prayed earnestly that it might not rain: and it rained not on the 
earth by the space of three years and six months.
